BYLAWS
of the
Southlake Carroll Hockey Association

ARTICLE 1 - NAME

1.01 Name: The name of this non-profit Association shall be the Southlake Carroll Hockey Association, herein referred to as SCHA. 

ARTICLE 2 - OFFICES

2.01 Offices: The principal office of SCHA shall be in Texas. SCHA shall designate a registered office in accordance with Texas law, provided that the SCHA Board of Directors (BOD) shall have power to change the location of the principal office at its discretion. SCHA may also maintain other offices at such places within or without the Sate of Texas as the BOD may from time to time appoint or as the business of SCHA may require. 

ARTICLE 3 - PURPOSE

3.01: The purpose for which SCHA is organized is to promote the following activities: 


1. 
Provide support, leadership, and guidance to the SCHA team(s).


2. 
To develop character, sportsmanship and physical fitness for the youth of the SCHA 


team(s). 


3.
Sponsor the SCHA team(s) in local, regional, national, and international competition 


with other high school ice hockey teams.


4.
Promote the future of SCHA in competitive ice hockey. 

ARTICLE 4 - MEMBERS

4.01 Qualification: The Members of SCHA shall consist of parents and/or guardians of SCHA team players and any interested individuals dedicated to furthering the knowledge and growth of hockey within the Southlake Carroll area. Membership shall not be based on or discriminate against any individual or group based on religion, sex, sexual preference or race. 

4.02 Admission: Potential Members shall make written application to SCHA on an application form furnished by the SCHA. The Secretary of SCHA shall submit all applications to the BOD for review.  Upon approval by the BOD by a simple majority, Membership will be granted contingent upon payment of the Membership fee established by the BOD.  

4.03 Membership Fee & Term: The BOD has established an annual membership fee in the amount of fifty dollars ($50) which shall be collected from each family of an SCHA team player or interested individual.  The membership year will by May 1 through April 30.  The membership fee granting voting privileges shall be collected no later than April 30 from each member family or interested individual.  The fee shall be applied to the first payment of the player’s fee for any player accepting placement on an SCHA hockey team for that membership year.  In the event the hockey season for any team or teams continues beyond the April 30 membership year end date, the membership for that team or teams shall remain in effect for competition purposes until their competition season has ended.
4.04 Voting Rights:  Members will have voting rights from the time of acceptance of their application and payment of their Membership fee through April 30.  Members shall exercise such voting rights and perform such duties of Members as may be provided by law, SCHA's Articles of Incorporation (if any), and these Bylaws. Voting Members have the rights to 1) the direct election of the BOD, including Officer positions: President, Vice President, Secretary, Assistant Secretaries (if any), Treasurer and Assistant Treasurer (if any), 2) approval of the annual budget, and 3) approval of expenditures over $2000 which deviate from the budget.

4.05 Annual Meetings: The Annual Meeting of the Members for the election of the BOD, and for the transaction of all other business which may come before the meeting, shall be held during the month of May at the date, time and place specified in the notice of Annual Meeting. Failure to hold an Annual Meeting timely shall in no way affect the terms of Officers or Directors of SCHA or the validity of the actions of SCHA. 

4.06 Place of Meeting: All meetings of Members shall be held either at the registered office of SCHA in Texas or at such other places, either within or without the Sate, as shall be designated by the BOD by written notice. 

4.07 Notice of Members' Meeting: A written or printed notice stating the place, day and hour of the meeting, and in case of a special meeting, the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is called, shall be delivered not less than five (5), nor more than fifty (50) days before the date of the meeting, either personally or by email or by posting on SCHA’s website www.southlakehockey.com, by or at the direction of the President, the Secretary, or the Officer calling the meeting, to each Member of record entitled to vote at such meeting.  
4.08 Closing Membership Roster and Fixing Record Date: For the purpose of determining Members entitled to notice of or to voting at any meeting of Members or any adjournment thereof, or in order to make a determination of Member for any other purpose, the BOD may provide that the Membership roster shall be closed for a stated period not exceeding twenty (20) days. When a determination of Members entitled to vote at any meeting of Members has been made as provided in this section, such determination shall apply to any adjournment. 

4.09 Quorum of Members: Unless otherwise provided in the Articles of Incorporation, ten percent (10%) of the Members present in person shall constitute a quorum at a meeting of Members. The vote of a majority of the Members entitled to vote, and thus represented at a meeting at which a quorum is present, shall be the act of the Member's meeting, unless the vote of a greater number is required by law, the Articles of Incorporation (if any) or the Bylaws. After a quorum has been established at a Members' meeting, the subsequent withdrawal of Members, so as to reduce the number of Members entitled to vote at the meeting below the number required for a quorum, shall not affect the validity of any action taken at the meeting or any adjournment thereof. If a quorum is not present when a meeting starts, then a majority of the Members at the meeting may adjourn the meeting from time to time without further notice until a quorum is present. 

4.10 Voting: Each Voting Member shall be entitled to one vote on each matter submitted to a vote at a meeting of Members; but votes shall be limited to one vote per family, regardless of the number of players or of paid Memberships. No proxy votes will be allowed. Members must be present at the meeting in order to vote. 
ARTICLE 5 - DIRECTORS
5.01 General Powers: Subject to the limitations of the Articles of Incorporation, these Bylaws, and the Texas Non-Profit Corporation Act concerning corporate action that must be authorized or approved by Voting Members of SCHA, all corporate powers shall be exercised by or under the authority of the BOD, and the management and affairs of SCHA shall be controlled by the BOD. 

5.02 Number and Election of Directors: The number of Directors shall be no less than three (3), but no more than twelve (12), provided that the number may be increased or decreased from time to time by resolution of the BOD, but no decrease shall have the effect of shortening the term of an incumbent Director. At each annual election, the Members shall elect Directors to hold office until the next succeeding Annual Meeting. BOD Members shall serve one (1) year terms and may be elected for up to five (5) terms unless more terms are approved by a unanimous vote of the remaining Directors.
5.03 Vacancies: Any vacancy occurring in the BOD may be filled by the affirmative vote of a majority of the remaining Directors even though it is less than a quorum of the BOD, unless otherwise provided by law or the Articles of Incorporation (if any). A Director elected to fill a vacancy shall hold office only until the next election of the BOD by the Members. Any Directorship to be filled by reason of an increase in the number of Directors shall be filled by election at an Annual Meeting of Members or a special meeting of Members called for that purpose. 

5.04 Quorum and Voting: A majority of Directors in office shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. The vote of a majority of Directors present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall constitute the action of the BOD. While Officers who are not Members of the BOD may attend BOD Meetings, the non-BOD Officers may not vote at BOD meetings. 

5.05 Annual Meeting of Directors: Within thirty (30) days after each Annual Meeting of Members the BOD elected at such meeting shall hold an Annual Meeting at which time they shall transact such other business as shall come before the meeting. The BOD shall present at each Annual Meeting of Members of a full and clear statement of the business and condition of SCHA. 

5.06 Regular Meeting of Directors: Regular meetings of the BOD may be held without written notice at such time and at such place as shall be determined from time to time by the BOD. 

5.07 Special Meetings: Special meetings of the BOD may be called by the President or any Director. The person or persons authorized to call special meetings of the BOD may fix a reasonable time and place for holding them. 

5.08 Place of Directors' Meetings: All meetings of the BOD (annual, regular or special) shall be held either at the principal office of SCHA, its principal ice rink or at such place either within or without the State of Texas, as shall be specified in a written policy of the BOD.  Inclusion in the minutes of the previous BOD meeting shall suffice in meeting this requirement.
5.09 Notice of Directors' Meetings: All meetings of the BOD (annual, regular, or special) shall be held upon five (5) days' written notice stating the date, place and hour of meeting delivered to each Director either personally or by email or at the direction of the President or the Secretary or Officer calling the meeting. In any case, where all the Directors execute a waiver of notice of the time and place of meeting, no notice thereof shall be required, and any such meeting (whether annual, regular or special) shall be held at the place (either within or without the State of Texas) specified in the waiver of notice. Attendance of a Director at any meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of such meeting, except where the Director attends a meeting for the express purpose of objecting to the transaction of any business on the ground that the meeting is not lawfully called or convened. Neither the business to be transacted at, nor the purpose of, any annual, regular or special meeting of the BOD need be specified in the notice of waiver of notice of such meeting. 

5.10 Informal Action: Any action required to be taken or which may be taken at a meeting of the Members, Directors, or Officers, may be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing setting forth the action so taken shall be signed by all of the Members, Directors, or Officers, as the case may be, entitled to vote with respect to the subject matter thereof, and such consent shall have the same force and effect as a unanimous vote of the Members, Directors, or Officers, as the case may be, at a meeting of said body. 

5.11 Compensation: Directors, as such, shall not receive any stated salary for their services and may not be allowed any remuneration for attendance at each annual, regular or special meeting of the BOD, provided that nothing herein contained shall be construed to preclude any Director from providing services to SCHA in any other capacity and receiving compensation therefore. 

5.12 Committees: The BOD may, by resolution(s) passed by a majority of the BOD, designate one or more committees delegating specific authority to a committee, and appointing or removing Members of a committee. A committee will include one or more Directors and may include persons who are not Directors.  The committee, to the extent provided in such resolution(s), may exercise the powers of the BOD in the management of the business and affairs of SCHA provided however, that in no event shall any such committee have any power or authority to (i) amend the Articles of Incorporation (if any) or (ii) amend the Bylaws of SCHA in any material way. The BOD may also delegate to the president its power to appoint and remove Members of a committee that has not been delegated any management authority of the BOD. The BOD may establish qualifications for Membership on a committee. Each such committee shall keep minutes of its meetings and, if asked, report the same to the BOD. 

5.13 Limited Liability: No Director shall be liable in any manner for any debts or obligations of SCHA and shall not be subject to any manner of assessment by virtue of his or her Membership. 

5.14 Resignation: Any Member of the BOD may resign and/or withdraw from Membership in SCHA at any time, upon written notice of his or her desire to do so delivered to the President or Secretary of SCHA. 

5.15 Expulsion: A Director shall be subject to removal upon missing three BOD meetings within a fiscal year, or for failure to discharge the normal duties of a Director, or for conduct detrimental to SCHA, after due notice and opportunity for a hearing, by vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the BOD at any regular or special meeting. The President or Secretary shall provide that at least ten days notice to the person to be expelled and to the Members of the BOD prior to the regular or special meeting at which the matter is to be resolved. The BOD shall offer the person the opportunity to be heard at the meeting and to present others to testify on his/her behalf, prior to any final disposition. 

ARTICLE 6 - OFFICERS
6.01 Election: The Officers of SCHA shall, at a minimum, consist of a President, a Vice-President, a Secretary, and a Treasurer. All such Officers shall be elected at the Annual Meeting of the Members. All Officers and assistant Officers shall be elected to serve until the next Annual Meeting of the Members or until their successors are elected. If any Officer's position is vacated, the BOD may elect a new Officer to fill such vacancy by Resolution at any subsequent regular or special meeting of the BOD. The BOD at such Annual Meeting, or at any subsequent regular or special meeting, may also elect or appoint such other Officers and assistant Officers and agents as may be deemed necessary. The same person may hold no more than two offices. 

6.02 Removal: An Officer shall be subject to removal upon missing three BOD meetings within a fiscal year, or for failure to discharge the normal duties of the office elected, or for conduct detrimental to SCHA, after due notice and opportunity for a hearing, by vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the BOD at any regular or special meeting. The President or Secretary shall provide that at least ten days notice to the person to be expelled and to the Members of the BOD prior to the regular or special meeting at which the matter is to be resolved. The BOD shall offer the person the opportunity to be heard at the meeting and to present others to testify on his/her behalf, prior to any final disposition. 

6.03 Power of Officer: Each Officer shall have, subject to the Bylaws, in addition to the duties and powers specifically set forth herein, such powers and duties as are commonly incident to that office and such duties and powers as the BOD shall from time to time designate. All Officers shall perform their duties subject to the directions and under the supervision of the BOD. The President may secure the fidelity of any and all Officers by bond or otherwise. 

6.04 Salaries: The Officers shall receive no salaries. They may receive reimbursement for reasonable expenditures made on behalf of SCHA. 

6.05 President: The President shall be the Chief Executive Officer of SCHA. He/she shall preside at all meetings of the Directors and Members and shall see that all orders and resolutions of the BOD are carried out, subject however, to the right of the Directors to delegate specific powers, except such as may be by statute exclusively conferred on the President or any other Officers of SCHA. The President shall be ex-officio a Member of all standing committees. He/she shall submit a report of the operations of SCHA for the year to the BOD at their meeting next preceding the Annual Meeting of the Members and to the Members at their Annual Meeting. 

6.06 Vice-President: The Vice-President shall, in the absence or disability of the President, perform the duties and exercise the powers of the President, and they shall perform such other duties as the BOD shall describe. 

6.07 Secretary and Assistant Secretary (if any): The Secretary shall attend all meetings of the BOD and will prepare and distribute minutes; shall record all votes for the minutes of all proceedings of all meetings; shall maintain the official list of Members; mail official notices of meeting; and shall perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the BOD.  He/she shall keep in safe custody the seal of SCHA, and when authorized by the BOD, affix the same to any instrument requiring it, and when so affixed, it shall be attested by his/her signature or by the signature of an Assistant Secretary. 

The Assistant Secretary shall, in the absence or disability of the Secretary, perform the duties and exercise the powers of the Secretary, and shall perform such other duties as the BOD shall prescribe. 

In the absence of the Secretary or the Assistant Secretary, the minutes of all meetings of the BOD and Members shall be recorded by such person as shall be designated by the President or by the BOD. 

6.08 Treasurer and Assistant Treasurer (if any): The Treasurer shall have custody of the corporate funds and shall keep full and accurate accounts of receipts and disbursements in books belonging to SCHA and shall deposit all moneys and other valuable effects in the name and to the credit of SCHA in such depositories as may be designated by the BOD. The Treasurer shall disburse the funds of SCHA as may be ordered by the BOD, taking proper vouchers for such disbursements, shall keep and maintain SCHA's books of account and shall render to the President and Directors an account of all of such transactions and of the financial condition of SCHA and exhibit such books, records and accounts to the President or Directors at any time. He/she shall disburse funds for expenditures as authorized by the BOD and in accordance with the orders of the President, and present to the President any requests for disbursing funds if in the judgment of the Treasurer such request is not properly authorized. The Treasurer shall prepare and file any financial reports that may be required by state or federal regulation. He/she shall perform such other duties as may be directed by the BOD or by the President. 

The Assistant Treasurer shall, in the absence or disability of the Treasurer, perform the duties and exercise the powers of the Treasurer and shall perform such other duties as the BOD shall prescribe. 

ARTICLE 7 - TRANSACTIONS OF SCHA
7.01 Fiscal Year: The fiscal year of SCHA shall begin May 1 and end on April 30 of the following year. 

7.02 Contracts: The BOD may authorize any Officer or agent of SCHA to enter into a contract or execute and deliver any instrument in the name of, and on behalf of, SCHA. This authority may be limited to a specific contract or instrument, or it may extend to any number and type of possible contracts and instruments. 

7.03 Deposits: All SCHA's funds will be deposited to the credit of SCHA in banks, trust companies, or other depositories that the BOD selects. 

7.04 Gifts: The BOD may accept, on SCHA's behalf, any contribution, gift, bequest, or devise for the general purposes or for any special purpose of SCHA. The BOD may make gifts and give charitable contributions not prohibited by these Bylaws, the Articles of Incorporation, state law, and provisions set out in federal tax law that must be complied with to maintain SCHA's federal and state tax status. 

7.05 Checks: All checks or demands for money and notes of SCHA shall be signed by such Officers or such other persons as the BOD may from time to time designate. 

7.06 Potential Conflicts of Interest: SCHA may not make any loan to a Director or Officer of SCHA. A Member, Director, Officer, or Committee Member of SCHA may lend money to, and otherwise transact business with SCHA except as otherwise provided by these Bylaws, the Articles of Incorporation, and applicable law. Such a person transacting business with SCHA has the same rights and obligations relating to those matters as other persons transacting business with SCHA. SCHA may not borrow money from, or otherwise transact business with a Member, Director, Officer or committee Member of SCHA unless the transaction is described fully in a legally binding instrument and is in SCHA's best interests. SCHA may not borrow money from or otherwise transact business with a Member, Director, Officer, or Committee Member of SCHA without full disclosure of all relevant facts and without the BOD's approval, not including the vote of any person having a personal interest in the transaction. 

7.07 Prohibited Acts: As long as SCHA exists, and except with BODs’ or Members' prior approval, no Member, Director, Officer, or Committee Member of SCHA may: 

(a) Do any act in violation of these Bylaws or a binding obligation of SCHA. 
(b) Do any act with the intention of harming SCHA or any of its operations. 

(c) Do any act that would make it impossible or unnecessarily difficult to carry on SCHA’s intended or ordinary business. 

(d) Receive an improper personal benefit from the operation of SCHA. 

(e) Use SCHA's assets, directly or indirectly, for any purpose other than SCHA business. 

(f)  Wrongfully transfer or dispose of SCHA property, including intangible property such as goodwill. 

(g) Use SCHA's name (or any substantially similar name) or any trademark or trade name 

adopted by SCHA, except on behalf of SCHA in the ordinary course of its business. 

(h) Disclose any of SCHA's business practices, trade secrets, or any other information not generally known to the business community to any person not authorized to receive it. 

ARTICLE 8 - RELATIONSHIP TO RELATED ORGANIZATIONS

8.01 Amateur Hockey Associations: The Directors may, by majority vote of a quorum of the BOD at a regular or special BOD meeting, adopt rules and regulations and/or policies and procedures relating to SCHA's Membership in Amateur Hockey Association governing the High School Ice Hockey League and other amateur hockey associations and relating to compliance with such associations' rules and regulations. 

ARTICLE 9 - PLAYERS, COACHES AND OFFICIALS

9.01 Rules and Regulations: The Directors may, by a majority vote of a quorum of the BOD at a regular or special BOD meeting, adopt rules and regulations and/or policies and procedures relating to the appointment, retention or discipline of players, coaches and officials. 

ARTICLE 10 - NON-PROFIT OPERATION

10.01 Non-Profit Operation: No part of SCHA's net earnings may inure to the benefit of any person having a personal interest in the activities of SCHA. SCHA will not have or issue shares of stock. No dividends will be paid. No part of the income or assets of SCHA will be distributed to its Members, Directors, or Officers without full consideration. No Member of SCHA has any vested right, interest or privilege in or to the assets, property, functions or activities of SCHA. SCHA may contract in due course with its Members, Directors and Officers without violating this provision. 

ARTICLE 11 - INDEMNIFICATION

11.01 Indemnification: SCHA shall indemnify and hold harmless each Officer and Director, including former Officers and Directors, to the full extent allowed by Texas corporation laws. 

11.02 Insurance: SCHA shall have the right to purchase and maintain insurance to the full extent permitted by law on behalf of its Directors, Officers, Committee Members and other agents or contractors, against any liability asserted against or incurred by any Director, Officer, Committee Member, agent or contractor in such capacity or arising out of their status as such. 

ARTICLE 12 - AMENDMENTS

12.01 Amendments: These Bylaws may be altered, amended or repealed and new Bylaws may be adopted by the BOD; provided that any Bylaws or amendments thereto as adopted by the BOD may be altered, amended or repealed by vote of the Members, or a new Bylaw in lieu thereof may be adopted by the Members. The notice of any meeting at which these Bylaws are altered, amended, or repealed, or at which new Bylaws are adopted will include the text of the proposed Bylaw provisions, as well as the text of any provisions proposed to be altered, amended, or repealed. Alternatively, the notice may include a fair summary of these provisions.
ARTICLE 13 - DISSOLUTION

13.01 Distribution of Assets Upon Dissolution: In the event that SCHA is dissolved, the process of dissolution shall be applied and distributed as follows:
(1) All liabilities and obligations of SCHA shall be paid, satisfied and discharged: in case the property and assets are not sufficient to satisfy or discharge all SCHA's liabilities and obligations, SCHA shall apply them so far as they will go to the just and equitable payment of the liabilities.
(2) Assets held by SCHA upon condition requiring return, transfer, of conveyance, which condition occurs by reason of the dissolution, shall be returned, transferred, or conveyed in accordance with such requirements. 
(3) The remaining assets of SCHA shall be distributed only for tax exempt purposes to one or more organizations which are exempt under IRS 501(c)(3). 
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
